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MAKING THE GOSPELS ANTI-SEMITIC
WHY IS THE ADL TARGETING THE PASSION OF THE CHRIST?

nti-Semitism is a serious issue when it exists. The ADL
Acontinues to use this characterization to discredit people with
opinions, research or facts contrary to their agendas on
politics, human rights and Zionism. Numerous lawsuits have been
won against the ADL in recent years for its infringement on the

constitutional rights of Americans including spying, denial of civil
liberties and defamation of character.

Torah Faithful Jewry denounces Zionism. Zionism is a political
movement based on racial supremacy and the Talmudic laws created
after the birth of Christ to dissuade converts to Christianity and
control those of the Jewish faith through the Rabbinical. This is
where The Passion of the Christ comes in.
